Results
� Audit completed, included on 

GIS and will be on future 
TravelSmart Maps

� Moratorium on PAW closures 
since Nov 2006 until PAW 
prioritisation policy is 
completed 

� Social rides included PAWs in 
the routes and people have 
reported discovering PAWs in 
their local areas, making 
walking and cycling easier 

� Excellent coverage in 
Community Newspapers 
regarding cycling and walking 
information – including on the 
front page! 



Results 
� Launch of GO BUG 
Bike Week 2007 - 25 cyclists 
Bike Week 2008  - over 50 cyclists 

� Graduates from cycle skills 
workshops now meet weekly for 
a social ride and many members 
commute to work by bike or are 
replacing short car trips and 
cycling instead 

� GO BUG membership grown 
from 30 cyclists in 2007 to over 
150 by 2008 and keep in touch 
via email



Lessons learned
� Conduct project over 2 years 

as it is very time intensive and 
takes a lot of work to build up

� Promotion via word of mouth, 
community events,  libraries 
and community newspapers is 
the most effective

� Many cyclists and walkers 
regularly contacted me after 
seeing me at the parks, 
shopping centres, community 
meetings, P&C meetings and 
in the local paper so I recruited 
them to assist me



Where to from here
� Developing Pedestrian Access 

Way Policy
� Updating Bike Plan to include 

PAWs and Paths in parks  
� Social Bike Rides informal –

more experienced cyclists 
helping less experienced

� Local coffee shop great as a  
meeting place 

� Leisure Services to support 
additional GO BUG cycling 
groups (like they do walking 
groups)
